WVMHC 2010 SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS

REGISTRATION AND MEASURING - Minimum of one hour prior to show.

All horses must be measured at their first show of the season.

Proof of registration is required before measurement.

REGISTERED MINIATURE HORSES ONLY.
1. All horses must comply with WV Dept. of Agriculture Health Regulations (negative Coggins within 12 months for in-state & 6 months for out of state, out of state must show 30 day health certificate).  For all Ohio shows, horses must comply with the OH Health Reg. (negative Coggins within 12 months for in-state & 6 months for out of state, out of state must show 30 day health certificate).

2. The official AMHA 2010 Show Rules will be followed for this show unless otherwise specified.

3. All horses must be registered or registration applied for.  (AMHA, AMHR, World Class, or Gold Seal)

4. All horses must be shown with proper restraints.

5. Halter classes to be shown on line at a walk and trot with each horse worked individually.   Horse may be posed but not stretched:  to be judged on type, conformation, substance, and quality.  Transmission weaknesses are to be counted strongly against breeding stock.

6. Adult Class - Exhibitor must be 19 years or older. Youth are under 19. Exhibitor's age on January 1st shall be used for the entire year.
7. Mare and Foal shown as one entry.   (Foal must have halter, lead-line and handler.)

8. Stallions 2 year of age and older - Exhibitor must be 13 years or older.

9. All youth Exhibitors 7 years or younger must have a responsible adult inside ring available for assistance.

10. In Driving classes, Youth 10 and under may have an adult ride with them. Touching of the reins by the adult during the class shall result in disqualification.

11. No Groups in Adult, Youth, or Open Costume Class:  only individual Youth or Adults. With youth Exhibitors 7 years or younger, the responsible adult inside ring available for assistance should not be part of the exhibit.

“A” Division Horse - not to exceed 34 inches (except for Jr. Horses as below).

Weanlings must not exceed 30 inches in height.

IN/OUT

v Jumps to be five feet wide.  Jumps 32” and higher must have at least two rails.

v Horses may Walk, Trot, and/or Canter.

v The handler may Jump with the Horse with the same penalties.

v No penalty for stopping as long as there is no backwards movement.

v No penalty for Touches including Ticks and Rubs as long as the Jump stays up.

v 3 Faults per refusal.

v 4 Faults per Jump or Rail down.

v Backing and Circling (crossing your own path between Jumps) is considered a refusal.

v Three (3) Refusals = Elimination.

v Falling by the handler and/or horse = Elimination.

v The horse must go between the IN/OUT Cones.

v If more than one horse has a clean round the Jumps shall be raised 2 to 6”  for a Jump-Off.

v Jump-Offs with ever increasing heights up to 44” will be run until there is a winner based on Faults for that

round.
